James J. Tissot (French painter and illustrator, 1836-1902) was a well-known French impressionist painter. In 1888 he underwent a religious conversion when he went to church to `catch the atmosphere for a picture', and thereafter he devoted himself to religious subjects.  Following his conversion he traveled twice to the Holy Land in order to produced a series of 700 accurate watercolor drawings to illustrate the Old and New Testaments.
